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From the Executive Director:

SafeHouse Center is almost always bus-
tling with some sort of activity. At 8 a.m.,
when a survivor is waiting to talk to her
counselor; at 10:30 a.m., when we are in
court with survivors just learning a judge’s
decision of how an assailant will be held
accountable; at 2 p.m., when someone
walks in because they saw the sign and
want to know how to help a friend; at
7 p.m., when the Spanish Speaking support
group is getting started... it could even be
2 am. and a survivor is calling the
HelpLine because she just can't sleep.
Whether it's a full parking lot because of
support groups, phones ringing into the
HelpLine office, or an educational seminar
out in the community...we are doing and
reaching out 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week, 365 days a year.

Of course, along with the work we do every
day to support survivors, we have changes.
This past fall, we were sad to see Molly
Resnik retire from her position with Safe-
House Center. She served the organization
well for many years, and our current suc-
cesses are a testimony to her legacy. As a
result, we are so pleased to welcome Ju-
laine LeDuc as our new Director of Re-
source Development. She comes to us with
a wealth of development experience from
the University of Michigan, most recently
with the Comprehensive Cancer Center. |
look forward to her getting to know each
and every one of our supporters.

f The Domestic Violence and Sexual As-
sault Response Teams receive 40 pages
from law enforcement officials and hospi-
tals alerting them of an assault, so they can
then reach out to the survivor.

f Forty three people call the HelpLine for
the first time, for support or information.

f Thirty two participants meet with coun-
selors or legal advocates for the first time.

f Thirty survivors attend support groups.

f Volunteers spend 491 hours supporting
our programs, services and facilities.

These are just a few examples of the ways
we reach out to the over 5,000 women,
children and men we serve each year here
at SafeHouse Center, through the shelter,
legal advocacy program, counseling and
support services, and our HelpLine. None
of this would be possible without the sup-
port of our community and donors.
